The next meeting of the James McGill Society will be
held on a pleasant early-summer evening in the congenial setting of
Macdonald College. We shall gather in the Student Lounge of the
Centennial Centre, where through the efforts of John Andreassen
and his staff an interesting Archival Exhibit will be set up, and an
appropriate display of books will be provided by the combined resources
of the McGill and Macdonald Bookstores and the Faculty of Education.

Two papers will be presented. The first by Howard Steppler
will be on the early years of the Faculty of Agriculture, which has
played an important role in the development of the 'agro-industry' both
in the Province and in Canada as a whole.
