Dear Sister 

No letter went yesterday as there i.vas no steamer of any kind - I 
honestly think I am loosing My mind. I cant reme:110er if l wrote you a.bout our 
visit to Archie but I feel sure I must have. \Ve nad. a glorious drive. The 
most extraordinary tning bas happened. With this seedy - pale boy Peasley as 
Cbauf1·eur I am as Calm & composed as possible I like him much better than 
Benning - And am sure I snall never want Benning reek. He has more sense but 
not very muc11 bump of 1 ocali ty - He drove the Car splendidly to Burley -
Tuesday we went to Lady Wantage for the night to meet the Archbisnop of York. 
I came away eXhausted - There were about 12 people and all talked about the 
War - horrors And mistakes - t:illie looked a ghost And could not divert any­
one - no more visits for ire. We nacl tea at t.he Pearces on our way back. 
They are happy in having Jim at nome for a few days. The excitement over the 
U.S. has been intense Dr. Ca.mac v:no nas been w;:irking at Dr. Dep:tges at La­
panne & expected to stay until Nov. appeared Friday - He took frignt after the 
Arabic & went to Paris & at tne Embassy tney advised him to go home. so he 
is going - no slnpment Sat - so he goes Wednesday also a Dr ~lorris who was 
tnere too. Yorman had been at tl1e Bowens a week - turned up Friday - had been 
in London "boarded" & pronounced well & ordered to France at once to a new Hos­
pital - new to him - nis unit nas gone to the Dardanelles, so we repacked & he 
has gone - Today .Harry Tiright came for advice - he 11as been offered a Hospi­
tal appointment in Y;ngla.nd - instead of g-oi:ng over \"ii tn nis Field Ambulance. 
We urged .his talr...ing it, M.rs t:rignt seems so upset & worried in her letters with 
all she is going through that I felt Barry should take advantage of tb.is on his 
mothers account & his wife raving a baoy Sept 20th Pa.lroor vdll be at the 
front and you 1mow he is L~rri ed. Was there Ever such goings on. I thin.K 
Bateimn must real_y be in love w:i. th Willi:1. ·.1 - since he left she has been too 
stupid The maids are getting holidays gradually - I can't go away - it is 
better at home. Revere keeps well - but I am sure he is not bappy or satis-
fied. I feel convinced he vn.11 want to change and become a ccmba.ta.nt. I have 
always felt so. 

This can go by the New York or' something that goes to­
morrow. Sallie wrote so cheerily from Canton And the pleasure of seeing you -
I am gl2d she stays in New Yor~ -
