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Chef et pédagogue, Jean-Sébastien Vallée est une figure montante sur la scène musicale 
nationale et internationale. Jean-Sébastien est directeur des études en chant choral et 
responsable de la division de direction à l’École de musique Schulich de l’Université McGill. 
Avant son arrivée à l’Université McGill, M. Vallée a servi comme directeur des études en 
chant choral à la California State University à Los Angeles, et a été professeur de musique 
à la University of Redlands.
Les ensembles sous sa direction ont chanté pour l’American Choral Directors Association 
et pour la California Music Educators Association. De plus, ils ont reçu une première et 
une deuxième place au Concours international de musique chorale de San Luis Obispo 
en 2011. En 2015, Maestro Vallée s’est classé deuxième lors du American Prize in Choral 
Conducting.
M. Vallée est diplômé de l’Université Laval, de l’Université de Sherbrooke, de la University 
of California à Santa Cruz et de la University of Illinois Urbana-Champaign où il a obtenu 
son doctorat en direction. 
En plus de son intérêt pour le chant choral, l’opéra et le répertoire orchestral, Jean-Sébas-

tien est un défenseur de la musique contemporaine et l’une de ses priorités est de présenter et de commander des 
œuvres de jeunes compositeurs. Les champs d’intérêt de recherche de M. Vallée se concentrent principalement sur la 
musique de la Renaissance française, la musique de Michael Tippett, et la pédagogie de l’art de la direction. Jean-Sébas-
tien a été invité à présenter ses recherches dans le cadre de plusieurs conférences nationales et internationales, incluant 
les conventions de l’American Choral Directors Association, du Festival 500 de Terre-Neuve, de la National Collegiate 
Choral Organisation, Choral Canada et de la Hawaii National Conference on Arts and Humanities.
Maestro Vallée est également fondateur et directeur d’INSPIRAVI, un chœur de chambre professionnel de vingt voix de 
Los Angeles et directeur artistique de la Société Chorale d’Ottawa. Il a récemment dirigé La Passion selon saint Jean de 
Bach avec l’Ensemble Caprice et enregistré avec le chœur de l’église St. Andrew and St. Paul (Montréal) et la Mountain-
side Master Chorale (Los Angeles). M. Vallée a également fait une tournée en Chine comme chef invité et professeur de 
direction.
Ses prochaines activités incluent le Requiem et la Grande Messe en do mineur de Mozart avec le chœur de St. Andrew 
& St. Paul et l’ensemble Caprice le 14 avril, une deuxième tournée en Chine en juin et une participation comme clinicien 
dans le cadre du 11e Symposium mondial de musique chorale qui se tiendra à Barcelone en juillet.

Active conductor, scholar, clinician, and adjudicator, Maestro Jean-Sébastien Vallée is a rapidly rising conductor on to-
day’s concert music stage. Mr. Vallée is Director of Choral Studies and Chair of the Conducting Area at the Schulich 
School of Music of McGill University in Montréal. Prior to his appointment at McGill University, he served as Director of 
Choral Studies at California State University in Los Angeles, and was on the choral faculty of the University of Redlands.
Ensembles under his direction have sung for the American Choral Directors Association and California Music Educators 
Conferences, and were awarded first and second places at the San Luis Obispo International Choral Competition in 2011. 
In 2015, Maestro Vallée was the runner-up for the American Prize in Choral Conducting.
Jean-Sébastien Vallée holds degrees from Université Laval, Université de Sherbrooke, University of California, Santa 
Cruz, and a doctorate in conducting from the University of Illinois Urbana-Champaign.
In addition to his interest in choral, operatic, and orchestra music, Jean-Sébastien Vallée is an advocate for contempo-
rary music, making one of his priorities to premiere and commission works by young composers and program rarely 
performed repertoire. As a scholar, his research interests are varied and focus primarily on Renaissance French music, 
the oratorical works of Michael Tippett, and conducting pedagogy, more specifically the connection between audiation 
and gestural communication. Mr. Vallée has been invited to present his research at several national and international 
conferences including the American Choral Directors Association Conventions, Festival 500 in Newfoundland, Canada, 
the National Collegiate Choral Organization conference, Podium, the national convention of Choral Canada, and the Ha-
waii International Conference on Arts and Humanities.
Maestro Vallée is also founder and director of INSPIRAVI, a 20-voice Los Angeles based professional chamber choir, and 
artistic director of the Ottawa Choral Society. He recently conducted J.S. Bach’s St. John Passion with Ensemble Caprice, 
recorded with the choir of St. Andrew and St. Paul (Montréal) and the Mountainside Master Chorale (Los Angeles), and 
toured China to guest conduct and offer conducting masterclasses.
Upcoming activities include Mozart’s Requiem and Great Mass in C minor with the Choir of St. Andrew & St. Paul and 
Ensemble Caprice on April 14, a second tour of China in June, and participation as clinician in the 11th International Sym-
posium on Choral Music to be held in Barcelona in July.
