Supreme Court of Canada sits at Ottawa
on third Tuesday in February, first Tues-
day in May, fourth Tuesday in October.

Exchequer Court sits at any time and
place appointed by rule of Court.

The Court of Appeal for Ontario sits at
Toronto, commencing on the secind Tues-
day in January, the first Tuesday in March,
the second Tuesday in May, the first Tues-
day in September, and the second Tuesday
in November. In caseany of these days be
a legal holiday, then on the following day;
also from time to time, according to notice.

Sittings of Divisional (ourts for the Q. B.
& C. P. Divisions of the High Court of Jus-
tice—three in each ye«r - the “ Michaelmas
Sittings” beginuing on the third Monday
in November, and ending on the Saturday
of the second week thereafter; the “ Hilary
Sittings ” beginning on the first Morday in
February, and ending on the Saturday of
the following week; the “Haster Sittings”
beginning on the third Monday in May and
ending on the Saturday of the second
week thereafter.

Sittings of Divisional Courts for the
Chuncery Division three in each year—
commencing first Thursday in September,
first Thursday in December, and third
Thursday in February.

Divisional Courts sit at such further
or other times as may be directed by the
High Court.

A single Judge sits as and for the Court
on Tuesdav, Wednesday and Thursday in
each week for the Chanc-ry Division, and
on Tuesday and Friday for the Q: B & C. P.
Divisions.

Information for Business Men.

DEMAND NOTES are payable on presenta-

‘ tion without grace,and bear legal interest,
| after a demand has been made, if not so

written. An endorser on a demand note is
holden only for a limited time.

A NEGOTIABLE NOoTE must be made pay-
able either to bearer, or be properly en-
dorsed by the person to whose order it is
made. 1f the eniorser wishes to avoid
responsibility, he can endorse “without
recourse.”

A JoiNnT NOTE is one signed by two or
more persons, who each become liable for
the whole amount.

TERERE DAYS GRACE are allowed on all
time notes, after the time for payment
expires; if not then paid, the endorser, if
any, should be legally notified, tobe holden.

Nor FALLING DUE SUNDAY, Or on &
legal holiday, are yaid the day following.

NorEs DATED SUNDAY are void.

NoTeEs GIVEN BY MINORS are void.

TaHE MAKER of anote that islost or stolen
is not released from paymentif the amount
and consideration can be proven.

AN ENDORSER has a right of action
against all whose rames were previously on
a note endor-ed by him.

A Binn oF EX(HANGE OR DRAFT is an
order drawn by one person or firm upon
another, payable either at sight or at a
stated future time.

It becomes an “Acceptance ” when the
party upon whom it is drawn writes across
the face “Accept2d,” and signs his name
thereto, and is regotiable and bankable,
the same as a note, and subject to the same
| laws.
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
