In the past year, the criminal code of Canada has
been responsible for convicting over 10,000 persons on
charges of possession or distribution of soft drugs (mari-
juana, hashish). That there has been no sustained and con-
certed public outcry of anger and protest over this statistle
is a commentary on the lack of leadership that youth suffers.
