Sir,-
The McGill Graduates' Stadium Committee has the honour to ask you to 

accept this address on the occasion of the dedication of this stadium to the memory 

of your brother, Captain Percival Molson, M.C., who graduated in the Faculty 

of Arts in 1901, and was elected a member of the Board of Governors in 1913. 

The record of Captain Percival Molson in University sports shows that he 

was one of the very best all-round athletes that McGill University has ever 

produced. In his undergraduate days he represented his Alma Mater in all 

forms of athletics, including football, hockey and track and field sports. Yet. 

in thinking of Captain Percival Molson it is not so much his successes in the 

athletic field that dwell in our memory as the spirit of manliness and generosity 

which he brought to, and did so much to foster in, V niversity sport. 

In the early months of the war Captain Pcrcival Molson qualified for his 

commission, and assisted Major G. C. MacDonald, M. C., to organize the Second 

Universities' Company for overseas' service. He joined the Princess Patricia's 

Canadian Light Infantry in France in October, 1915. So severely wounded was 

ne in the course of the sanguinary struggles at Hooge and Observatory Ridge in 

June, 1916, that nearly a year passed before he was fit for service again, but 

for a man of his temper there was one place only-the front line. He rejoined 

his battalion with the rank of Captain, and with the distinction of the Military 

Cross. A few weeks later, on July 4, 1917, he fell in action at Avion and was 

buried in Villers-au-Bois Station Cemetery. Throughout his military career 

Captain Percival Molson displayed an unselfish patriotism and single-minded 

devotion to duty that inspired all those with whom be was brought into contact. 

Knowing the value of sport and sportsmanship in building up a healthy body 

as well as in forming character, Captain Percival Molson resolved to signalize it 

by the munificent donation of seventy-five thousand dollars towards the construc­

tion of this Stadium. It bears his name and perpetuates it forever-a worthy 

monument to a man who displayed in the practicaJ energies of academic and 

civic life qualities of the highest manhood and citizenship. This gift is accepted 

by a thankful University and acclaimed by its grateful students.

Soap 
and water are good for nearly every 
cleaning task, but some there are 
where expert knowledge is really re­
q~ired If we are not to injure the 
thmg we would Improve. 

To clean leather bmdings, for in­
~tance, put a little castor oil Into a 
Jar aqd shred into it half Its weight of 
paraffin wax. Warm it ana work a 
little of the mixture into a piece of 
flannel. Rub the leather with this 
and finish with a soft clean cloth. 
This must be used very sparingly. 

To clean nickle, mix very fine emery 
powd~r with linseed oil, and polish 
vigorously with it; then rut the nickle 
dry, and shine with a flannel cloth. 

Another method is to rub the nickle 
well with oil or vaseline, and leave it 
on for ·some time. Then rub it dry 
and bright. If the nickle is rusted, it 
may be oiled, thPn dusted with un­
~lacked lime, nnd polished. If th 
nicklc is both rusty and greasy, a mix­
ture of emery powder and soft soap 
can be used to dean and polish it. 

For bronze, take a teasepoonful of 
lavender oil, an ounce of alcohol, and 
an ounce and a half of water. Mix

INCE the day when as a boy of 16, Pablo Casals, while still a 

pupil of the Barcelona Conservatory of ~1usic, received a decora­

tion from the hands of the Queen of Spain, his name has been 

synonymous with the greatest attainments in the field of violoncello music.

LARA BUTT, the famous English con­
tralto and one of the world's greatest 
lieder singers, was born at Southwick, 1~:--:--:--r-t 

Sussex, England. She first studied with ·-~--~~:...-..L-1 Daniel Rootham at Bristol, and later gained a scholarship at the Royal College of Music where she was a pupil of Mr. J. H. Blower. After some appearances at college concerts she made her de but at the Royal Albert Hall as U rsula in '' The Golden Legend '' and a few days afterwards sang the part of Orpheus at a pupils' performance at the Lyceum Theatre. Her appearance met with such success that King Ed ward-who was then Prince of Wales-ordered a second performance. 
From that time on Clara Butt was in constant demand for concerts of all kinds. Her com­manding stature and splendid stage presence, besides the rich beauty of her phenomenal voice, bro.ught her unqualified success and it was not · tong before she was known as "England's Greatest Contralto.'' Subsequently she studied in Paris with M. Bouhy and at the same time had some lessons with Etelka Gerster. The concert field has always been of more interest to her than the operatic, though a brilliant caree.r in opera had been predicted for her after her first early performance of Orpheus. In 1920 she deserted the concert platform long enough to make some amazing appearances in the part at Covent Garden where she received a tremen­dous ovation. Recently Mme. Butt received the title of' 'Dame Clara Butt'' from King George V, 
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so that she is now known as Dame Butt-an 
honor bestowed on very few singers. 

In 1902 Clara Butt became the wife of 
Kennerley Rumford, the well known baritone. 
Mr. Rumford was born in London and was a 
pupil of Henschel and Alfred Blume, making 
his debut at St. James' Hall at one of Henschel's 
Symphony Concerts with great success. Later 
he had lessons in Paris of Georges Sbriglia and 
on his return to England rapidly rose to a posi­
tion of marked popularity with the public and 
mus1c1ans. 

Mr. Rumford is one of England's greatest 
baritones, an artist of remarkable vocal endow­
ments, of fine 'Schooling and blessed with a 
personality that wins all audiences. His solo 
numbers invariably win hearty applause, and 
his numbers with Dame Butt are rare examples 
of duet singing. 

With Dame Butt and Mr. Rumford comes 
Melsa, a Polish violinist of distinction, whose 
solos have been a pleasing feature of the pro­
grams which Dame Butt and Mr. Rumford have 
presented. Melsa has won splendid acclaim 
abroad, and North American audiences will find 
in him a worthy addition to the list of violin 
virtuosi who have appeared on this continent. 

At the piano for Dame Butt, Mr. Rumford and 
Melsa will be Miss Grace Torrens, whose bril­
liant accompaniments have elicited enthusiasm 
throughout the tour. Miss Torrens is a fine 
coadjutor for the solo artists. 

Dame Butt, Mr. Rumford and their assisting 
artists will offer programs of a musical but 
popular character, and will present at various 
times all of the selections for which they have 
won wor Id renown.
