They are facing the
problems of peace with the sams courage and resolution
as they faced the ememy in the war. For the first
year or two there was a great deal of unemployment, but
this winter it is Dy no means so evident. Of course,
in the larger cities there always will be a great many
men out of work, because it is in the large cities that
the out-of-works congregate. Business is by no means
booming in Canada, but it is not getting any worse and
a steady improvement is noticeable.
