Canada has had sn.allcr populatio'l 
and the consequently slower dcvdol'1Uent of 
wealth than her all-absorbing, spcnge-like 
neighbor to the South. Anglo-Saxon and Celtic 
strains thrown into pioneer conditions ha'e 
produced an unusual proportion of keen brain­
ed men and women. Men and women ",hese 
chief a~~ets were a selfreliant ability fbr lead(,f­
fhip and a' type of brain power which ('olld 
find adequpte scope for its fullest exerci:;e or.ly 

'in the heart of a densely populated countr). 
Pyramided on these develpomcnts, in which 
parent stocks and early conditions in the 
country have had a large part. is t·he freedom 
of thought and the deep-rooted desire for ed­
ucation which arc Canada's inheritance from 
its pioneers-perhaps largely from those of 
Scotish blood. -

\Vith these facts in mind it nc:cJ" buL '" 
glance at a map of 'orth America to show 
why Canada became inevitably an exporter of 
brains. The export of intellutals and potential 
millionaire executives is regret able but the loss 
of hundreds of thousands of men and women 
who have made pros-perous high class, undisting­
uishcd citizens of their adopted country is much 
more important. Call this a 'national disaster 
or medey a natioanl misfortune. the fact, re­
mains that it was inevitable, and there arise!! 
from it a problem which can be phrased only 
in seyeral questions. Is the exodus of old­
stock Canadians still inevitable? What can 
wc do to halt the ebb or at least to retard 
its flow? Have wc been deliberately using an 
effective means to reduce our population dur· 
ing all these years of trying to increase it? 
Canada as a nation is adopting an enlightened 
immigration policy. What active steps can 
wc take toward formulating a constructive and 
equally aggressive anti-emigration policy. It 
is no use to pour water into a ~eve.

Dear Mr. Principal, 

I should have stated in my letter to you of this 

morning, dealing vnth the Consul of Peru's complaint , that we all understood 

that Jaramillo's talk was to be on the economic resources of his country. 

l~one of the other South American Consuls present would speak after Jara~illo, 

apparently because they judged his action somewhat indiscreet. The Consul 

General of Spain and myself, in our remarks, emphasized, as one of the in-

direct aims of the Club, a maintenance of friendly relations among Spanish-

speaking countries and we greatly deplored the present dispute. 

Father Jasmin, of the Uni ver-si ty of li[ontreal, lauded Jaramillo, not 

because he really espoused the cause of Colombia as against Peru, but because 

he is evidently very desirous of keeping in the good graces of Jaramillo. 

Next session we propose to compel all speakers to state their subject 

clearly beforehand, and we shall stress the necessity of avoiding all subjects 

that might offend other members of the Club. 

I might say further that the present Consul of Peru is a new-corner 

to Montreal. This letter of his to you is the first intimation that we have 

of his arrival. Previously the Consulate of Peru was in the hands of a 

French-Canadian.

In conclusion, my opinion is that Jaraiillo's speech, while 

te~perate, was indiscreet. He should not have taken advantage of the 

Club in that way. He was somewhat unfair to Peru insofar as Peru's 

grievance was not even stated. Fro~ the speech it could only be gathered 

that Colombia had certain Treaty rights which Peru had violated.
