DEAR SIR GEORGE PARKI).', 

Yon have indeed been most kind concerning my visit to C'lnada, and it is at your suggestion 
that I now jot down a few points which may accompany your introductions, and present the facts 
abo·.1t Toe H. in tabloid form. Th03e to whom you are writing on oar behalf are, a you warned 
me, desperately busy men, and I therefo-e give in the barest outline the character of the \\'ork on 
\\'hich I hope soon to confer with them. 

While it is probably true that most public-spirited men in England, and especially in the chool 
and University world at home here, have already more than an inkling as to its origin and present aims, 
in Canada hitherto (apart from the Byngs thel1lseh'es, and some 500 Foundation Members) 
Toc H. has scarcely begun to move, with the result that it will be best that my explanation 
should take nothing for granted. 

ORIGIN. 
ToC' H.,* then, is a }[ovement that has sprung from the \\'ork of the old Talbot House in 
Poperinghe, which was founded in 1915 as a spiritual, social and educational centre for the officer 
and men of the 6th Imperial Di\"ision. The House thus est.ablished became widely known, and 
ib membership, as the long years of agony \Vent forward, included a great number of those who sen'ed 
and suffered in the Ypres Salient. The Canadian Expeditionary Force played a great part in the 
life and work of the House, and there arc undoubtedly all O\'er Canada many olel friends beyond 
those with whom wc are already in t.ouch, whose allegiance to Toc H. it is part of our programme 
to recapture. 

Toe H., howev'r, is not merely another Ex-Service Clllb. Its surviving }Iembers saw clearly from 
the first that to limit the sphere of its operation to those who had known the old House, was 
simply to produce yet one more backward-looking body, which would share the inevitable 
fate of all other ex-service organisations in the steady dwindling of its ::'Ifembership, and the inevitable 
decay of its ideals. 

GROWTH. 
Om Foundation }Iembership, therefore, had before it from the first the ambition not merely 
to conserve, but to transmit; and the justice and wisdom of this step has been abundantly proved 
bv the extraordinary progress which these last two years in the Old Country have seen accomplished. 
ISuring these t.wo years its :\Iembership has more than doubled; 0111e 70 Branches ha\"e been 
established; three great Houses in London have been opened; and several provincial Houses arc 
rapidly nearing completion. 

PROGRAMME. 
TIle programme of Toc H. Illay be sumnwdup in th word" .\fter-Care." It is the task of these 
Houses and Branches to deal with the ex-school boy of all grades at the beginning of his 
career as a citizen; to offer him not only a \\'{'lconll' alternati\"e to lodgings, but a serie' of working 
irkals, hoth in conclnct ancl outlook, which can resist. (and do more than resist) the narrowing and 
bc'littling circllmstances of a life of loneline'ss at t.he bottom of the ladder. 

These House'S, therefore, arc not Illerely Hostels, but rather centres of influence of a unique 
kind . . The\" an' held in Trusteeship by a series of groups of resident :'IIembership, representative 
of the \~'id('st pos-:iblc area of contemporary life', These picked Teams focus an influence which ext.ends 
far and wide among t.he }[embcrship as a whole; teaching mutual respect and understanding between 
the classes as the only alternative to that system of organi cd class-war which so greatly menaces 
the Old Country, and is so utterly alien to the mind of om Dead. 

The task, however, of the Houses is not merely onc of Fellowship, for our \\"ar e-xpericnce 
plainly taught us that there can be no real Fellowship ~nle s based on thc united spi~it. of service. 
The ::\Iembc·rship of Toe H. 15, ther'fore, pledged to soc~al servlcc of a yer~' g.reat Yanety, and the 
:\IoveIllent is fast. becoming the most powerful "\gency of Its kmd 111 Great Bntam for tl1C' recrUltment 
from the' ages of 17 to :,5 of those \\'ho will voluntarily undertake tasks of this character. 

Toe H (which even the Purists of PIIII,h and Th_ Timet now use unblushingly), is simply T.H., Ihe initial lelters of Talbot House 
. .. Toc" being signalese for T. 



METH OD OF RECRUITMENT. 
~Social ServIce Department is thus a real ci,"ic a""et, on which the Headquarters of the Boys 
~couts' Association and thc various Boys' Brigades increasingly rely for reinforccments. \\"here is 
this mass of raw material drawn from? It comes into Toc H. chiefh' from the Public, Grammar 
and econdary Schools, and also from a \\ide'ipread net in the commercial and industrial 
world. Here, again, our \York is only in it'i early stage". ""c ha\"{\ hO\\'en'r, already strong Branches 
in 63 of the enior Schools, and in eycry ancient and modern uniwrsity in Great Britain. The 
ta"k of these Branches is (a) to teach Christian Ciyics and ideals of Social ::-'en'ice while the boy is 
still at chool, through the agency of a big Panel of voluntary Lecturers, (b) to supply e'"CrY 

ummer lists of leaving 'chool-boys, who arc referred to our ocial enice Corre pondent in the 
neighbourhood to which they go. 

On the industrial side we work :both through our old :'Iembership and their younger brothers, 
and also through the \Ye!fare \Yorkers. These vital elements of the younger life of the nation, ,,,ho 
otherwise arc so liable to grow up in the olel country in mutual misunderstanding and ('\"en 
acti,"e hostility, are thus brought together in our Hous~s and Branches, our Sports Team., Camps, 
and Pilgrimage Parties to Ypres, in an atmosphere of friendship and goodwill. 

H OU S E S . 
It is the belief of Toc H. that those \\'ho did not live to come home" ould rather see such \York 
go fonyard among their younger brothers than the unveiling of many monuments to their memory. 
The Houses themselves arc :Mcmorial Houses, instinct with the spirit and exam plc of those to \\'ho. e 
memory their Rooms are dedicated. It is our belief and hore that in thi~ way a perJl'anent traditIOn 
can be set, which many generations hence our succe:-;sor~ will ha,'e cause to blt'ss and to r~new. 
The permanencc of the work is already in a measure guaranteed by the EndO\\"Illt·nt which ha,'c 
been receiyed by the Tru~tces, and \VJ ile tIe e:-.traordill<uy rapidity and C'xpansion has naturally 
placed a ~e\"Cre strain upon the ayailable finance:-;, each House (which costs approxiJ11atd~' {2.()()O 
to open and to furnish) becomes automatically self-supporting. 

FINANCE . 
In regard to the financial aspect of my time in Canada, it is, of course, necessary for me to 
make the tour itself pay its way by means of public Meeting, Lantern Lectures, etc., but my 
main ambition is not mercenary. My hope, rather, is that (making all allowanc s for the differ­
ence of outlook natiye to the Dominion), there may be opportunities, at least "'orth discussing on 
spot, of carrying fo: ward the peculiar "'ork of Toc H. in Canada. 

CONCLUSION . 
I realise, of cour~e, that both in the matter of social unity, and in the trc·atment of the problem 
of the post-adole. cent (wh ich \\'e of Toc H. sce as the mot yital problC'm of to-day), the learning 
must be rather on my side, and the teaching on theirs. It is simpl:-' a yoyage of discovery, on my part, 
and I need not sa~' how grateful I shall be to those who hold office both in the, choob and 
'Cniversitics of Canada, if the\' \\' ill allow me to la,' the matter before them, and also before those 
upon whose young shoulders a double responsibilitY-llO\\' cleyolyes. 

I leaye England by the Empress oJ Britain on the 6th January, and go first to stop \\'itll the 
lhngs at Ottawa until the 18th of January, then accompanying them to .Montreal for an inaugural 
m' eting there on the 22nc1. I hope to have the opportunity of spending the last ,,"eek of January 
at the t:nlYersity of TorONto, and thence 1110ye \Yestward, yisiting on my way to Yancollyer, 
Citie~, chools and 'Cni\'er ity centres.

Dear General Currie: 

I feel that I may write to you because you were 
my next door neighbor while you lived in ottawa, and because I was 
able to show in a practical manner during the last campaign to raise 
funds for 1.1cGill that I was a supporter of your great Uni vers i ty. 

A syndicate which I formed, has built the Ottawa 
Auditorium. which is a very large artificial ice rink and convention 
and concert hall combined, and generally admitted to be the best of 
its kind in Canada. Yesterday I had the pleasure of a visit from 
Major Brown, Ur. Forbes and Mr. Pitts. who said that there was a 
pOSsibility of fuGill or affiliated interests erecting a large arti­
ficial ice rink and concert hall like our Auditorium, with a gymnasium 
attached to it. I gladly ·told them the history of our Auditorium 
enterprise and showed them over it. 

Among other things. I gave them as my opinion, that 
to ensure an adequate revenue, professional hockey and amateur city 
league hockey,as well as the University hockey teams, would have to be 
assured playing there. I was informed that you seemed much opposed 
to profeSSional hockey. 

I am backing the Ottawa profeSSional team in the 
National Hockey League. and I am doing so because I believe it to be 
the best way to build up hockey. which I consider the finest of all 
games-because the large corwds that attend are kept interested. Years 
ago I was tremendously interested in amateur hockey and finally backed 
an amateur team in Ottawa. I had an unhappy experience with it. It 
put me on the inside of amateur hockey. and I learned things that opened 
my eyes. I found that outside of universities. there was practically 
no such thing as amateur hockey in the true sense of the word. It was 
veiled professionalism all through, not only in Ottawa. but in all our 
large cities. If the players did not get actual money they received 
payment in kind, and it is so to-day. 

I tried to figure it all out and I believe that the 
answer is this: Football and hockey are strenuous games, and they also 
use up a lot of the time of those who play. Our young men look for

compensation because we have no leisured class as in England and 
in some parts of the United States. ~he demand for compensation 
was unfortunately supplied in the beginning of these games, outside 
of the Universities. How the whole amateur structure in Canada is 
honeycombed with veiled professionalism as a result, and I believe 
that it is too late to mend it except by permitting amateurs and 
professionals to play together as is done in cricket in England. 

All over the country young men are signing affidavits 
which state that they are receiving no compensation whatsoever, when, 
as a ~atter of fact, it is not true. It is absolutely demoralizing, 
all the more so as the players are mostly very young men and in some 
cas es only boys. 

That is the reason why people like myself are support­
ing open,honest professional hockey, and that is why the public in 
Ottawa, Toronto and Hamilton are deserting the amateur hockey games 
for the professional ones. I do not mention Montreal because I feel 
that the professional team there might be in better hands. I would, 
and I think most people would infinitely prefer to have these games 
amateur, but I am convinced that we cannot have honest amateurism, 
outside the universities, unless we have a very large leisured class 
in Canada, and that is only a remote possibility, and I am glad that 
it is. 

I trust you will forgive me writing this gratUitous 
letter, but I thought that you might be interested in hearing a point 
of view that, no doubt, differs from the orthodox one held by most 
well to do people. I can honestly say that I formed these opinions 
from close contact with amateur hockey, and what I have done was done 
because I love hockey and want to help put it on a firm and decent 
basis. I am so situated that I do not need to or want to profit from

know from the conversations I have had with my oldest friend, Willis 
O'Connor,and from your speeches, how much value you set on having the 
young men of Canada lusty and athletic,and making hockey popular helps 
a lot in that direction.
