Dear Sir: 

I have your letter of Zuly 11th referring to a 
letter from our General ~anager of Coal Sales under date of 
July 9th, all relative to the coal supplied fOr McGill 
University for the next t1elve months. 

I must assume that it is your personal desire that 
the University should use Canadian coal, all other things 
being equal, and if the contract has been placed for other 
than Canadian coal this year, that as far as you are concerned 
it must be through not having personal knowledge of it, or that 
you must feel that it would be impossible for Canadian coal 
to be sold at a price to give you the same results as the 
contract which you have apparently made. 

I note you state that our representative returned 
to your people and offered to furnish them with Canadian coal 
at whatever you might figure was the equivalent price in value 
as co~pared with American coal, but that the business had been 
closed with another company. Our people did not undersvand it 
this way, and reported here that they were advised that the 
order had not been placed, but that a decision Lad been arrived 
at to buy. American coal as it gave better results. I regret 
that if this was the condition at the time when our representative 
called some effort was not made to give us an opportunity to 
meet the price even if we were selling coal at distress prices, 
as we are making some low prices this year in order to furnish 
more employment in the coal mines. 

Let me suggest that when it comes to next year's 
contract we both give it a little more attention to the end that 
Canadian coal will be used by UcGill University.

In 1909, fluctuating electtic currents 
of about five amperes, \/hich seriously disturbed all mag­
netic instruoents in their vicinity, were found to flo~ ~ 
between the ter system which enters tl:e build in€" from (,I\.V! 

Sherbrooke dtreet side and that which enters from the north , 
These clrrents 'ere investigated and measured over a period 
ef several months. In order to elimiLate the stray fields 
and also to avoid the serious damaging effects of such cur­
rents. insul!itinr v/cshers were installed in the pipes , and 
all cont~cts between the systems throughout the building 
were separated. This partially eliminated t~e trouble, 
leaving a potential difference between tLe systems which 
varied in the da:time froD 10 to 20 volts. 

In .'lugust 1919, it ViaS fount tllat the 
washers had broken dovm and teat numerous new contacts be­
tween tl:e systems had been made. The currents were great­
er than in 1909, but were not measured on this occasion . 
(They were sufficient to affect a Thornson galvanometer to 
such an extent that it could not be used in a~~ part of 
the sontheast basement laboratory.) 

These effects are prob~bly caused by the 
Bleur~r or tee .... t. Catherine ;:)treet Tramway system return 
circuits. Between two and four o'clock in the morning, 
when these circuits are 0 en most of the tiffie , it was found 
in 1909 that tl:e magnetic effects became negligible. 

It is probable therefore that a closer 
approach of the cars to McGill would render neceszary sev­
eral expensive measures of protection.

le are informed that a decision 
has been made by which a tramw~y line will be con­
structed on University street. We d~sire to request 
the reoonsideration of this deoision for the following 
reasons:-

1. The Coneervatorlum of ~usic and the 
new wine of the Macdonald Engineering Building, intendod 
to house the Department o~ Electrioal Engineering. are 
all close to University Street. The University has 
also other property on University Street which it is 
desirable to use at a later date for teaching and 
research purposes. 

11. The - hyslcB Building is at present 
utilized for standardization work accepted all over the 
world and recognized by the .,nt ional Physical Laboratory 
and by the Unitod States Bureau of Standards. In addition 
to this, other research work is belna contlnually carried 
on in the same laboratories.

The princIpal di~fioulty caused by 
noise will be in the Conservatorlum of nusio at the 
Coraer ot Sherbrooke and University Streets, the only 
building available tor musio teaching. Presumably 
there would be a oar stop at this pOint and between 
the nOise of the cars in motion and the bells teaohing 
at the Conservatorium of Musio would be rendered almost 
impossible. There Is no need to pOint out the difficulty 
that would arise in the case of lecture rooms ~rected 
in future on the University Street front of the College 
property. 

VIBRATIOlf. 

The dlffioulties caused by vIbration 
will be inoreased b~ the bad foundations under University 
Stroet and they would interfere oonsiderably wi~h the 
operation of delicate balances and other refined instru­
ments. It has boen definitely proved that atreet traffic 
causes much heavier vibration than Bubterranean traffic 
and that the most harmful kind of surtace traffio is 
that of street cars.

These disturbances would be aost

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ELECTRIC RAILWAY DISTURBANCES AND THE 
DETECTION OF PASSING ELECTRIC TRAINS 

BY MEANS OF A GAL V ANOMETER.*

[) l'RI="G a series 0 f experiments carried out in the 1Iacdonald 
Physics Building, l\lcCiIl University, on the currents induced in a 
conductor by the passage of a sphere of magnetic material over 
it,l considerable trouble was at fir t experienced due to distur­
bances apparently connected \\'ith the pas age of electric cars in 
the neighborhood. . 

The apparatu u ed con i ted of a coil of 200 turns of copper 
wire wound on a square frame of 125 cm. side, and connected to a 
sensitive reflecting galvanometer of the moving coil type. The 
galvanometer deflection were registered photographically on a roll 
of bromide paper actuated by clock-work. \Vith a total external 
resistance of 224 ohms, equal to the critical damping re istance of 
the galvanometer, a sensitivity of 1.56 mm. per microvolt 
was obtained. 

\Vhen the coil was placed with its plane horizontal, a continual 
motion of the galvanometer spot \\'as ob erved. This attained a 
maximum amplitude at the ru. h hour on the street car system, and 
ceased almo t completely about 2 A. ~f., Standard Time, when the 
street car service is practical1y suspended (See Fig. 1). On the 
whole, the disturbances agreed well with the supposition that 
they were due to currents in some way connected with the opera­
tion of the street cars in the neighborhood. The e di turbances 
could be almost completely balanced out by placing in series 
with the coil a large loop of wire of three turn enclosing a total 
area equal to the combined area of the turn of the coil. The 
fact that this was po ible indicates that the source of the 
disturbance must be at a di tance from the apparatus, fairly large 
compared with the linear dimensions of the loop, and shows defi-

nitely that it cannot Le either in­
side the building or in its imme­
diate neighborhoocl. 

\Vhen the coil was placed in 
a vertical plane, on the other 
hand, there was practically no 
disturbance, and it was not neces­
sary to use allY balancing loop. 
This was rather unexpected, as 
the circuit composecl of the trol­
ley wire and the rails ought to 
have an appreciable mutual induc­
tion with any circuit in a vertical 
plane in its neighborhood. 

At the time when these ob er­
vations were made Doctor Eve 
had been supervlslllg ome ex­
periment to determine whether 
the pas age of electric trains 
through the C.N.R. tunnel under 
Mount Royal produced any me­
chanical disturbance in the uni­
versity buildings straight above 
it. He suggested that the galva­
nometer and coil hould be set up 
in the basement of the library, 
60 ft. directly above the axis of 
the tunnel, in order to detect any 
elecorical disturbance. 

The coil was accordingly 
placed with its plane in the axis 
of the tunnel, and the deflections 
of the galvanometer registered 
in the u ualmanner. In addition 
to a continual disturbance of 
small amplitude, large deflections 
were obtained, which coincided 
exactly with the times 0 f trains. 
One of the records obtained IS 

shown in Fig. 2. The times at 
whicll trains were heard to pass 
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during the period correspond with the two large disturbances. 
Fig. 3 shows a record taken over a longer period with a reduced 
time scale. Two of the large deflections correspond with the 
only two trains during the period. The disturbance at 10.30 P. M. 

is probably connected with switching operations in the station.

It will now be shown that the observed disturbances are of 
the order to be expected. 

In Fig. 4, let A represent the coil, BC the trolley wire, and DE 
the rails of the electric railway in the tunnel. 

Let S be the area of one turn of the coil, n the number of 
turns, 2a the height of the trolley wire above the rails, and h the 
height of the coil above a line midway between the rails and the 
trolley wire.

Now, the deAections obtained are of the order of 5 cm. and 
E is therefore of the order of 30 microvolts. Also, the side of 
coil is 125 cm., and the approximate \'alues of It and a are 2000 cm. 
and 200 cm. re pectively. 

Sub tituting these values in the above equation, and solving 
di b' for dt' we 0 tam,

This is of the right order for the rate of change of current 

taken by an electric locomotive when starting or stopping. 
A similar calculation can be made in the case of the street car 

disturbances mentioned above. 
If 2a is as before the height of the trolley wire above the 

rails, and d the horizontal distance between the coil and the line, 
it is easily shown that the emf produced in the coil when set in a 
vertical plane parallel to the line is given by

The distance from the nearest street car line was about 300 

yards. Even if we assume for E a value as large as 50 amperes 
per second, the value of E obtained is only 0.14 microvolt. This 
would give a deflection of 0.2 mm. approximately. 

It is easily seen that current variations in a circuit composed 
of the trolley wire and the rails of a street car line can induce no 
emf in a horizontal coil at their own level. 

We must conclude therefore that the di turbances mentioned 
in the beginning of this paper cannot be caused directly by the 
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currents in the trolley wires and rails, but must be due to 
large currents flowing at no great distance from the building, 
approximately at the level of the laboratory where the experiments 
were conducted. This may be due to a power line connecting the 
street-railway power house to a distant part of the system, or to 
a return current along some metal pipe-line. 

A current variation of 50 amperes per second in a single con­
duc."tor 200 metres from the building or a smaller current at a 
proportionally smaller distance would give deflections of the 
order observed. 

The departure of the writer for England made it impossible 
for him to pursue these experiments further, and to locate the 
exact cause of these disturbances. The results obtained are com­
municated with the hope that they will be of some use, in view of 
the ever increasing number of electric traction lines, and the 
trouble they must necessarily cause to all who attempt delicate 
electrical measurements in their neighborhood. 

The author's thanks are due to Dr. A. S. Eve for his kind 
interest in these experiments.

This is suc~ a serious menace to education, and therefore 
to the cl ti zen~ of L:ontreal, that it is almost cert[..in that such 
an erratic step could not have been even contemplated except 
through ignorance or over8ight. 

Past and present men and women o~ ~ontreal have with a 
great effort with their own money devotedly erected and maintained 
a splendid Jn~versity and a creat High ~chool in their midst. 

They have consistently supported these institutions by 
their influence a:J ~ell as by their li oerali ty anel they have re­
garded them with respect and justifiable pride. 

Now they are face to face with the problem - shall they 
maintai~ the efficiency and security o~ their great educational 
system, or shall they permit the crime o~ their decadence through 
preventable causes ? 

It is admitted t~at the congestion of street cars at the 
junction of ut. Catherine and Bleury demands udditional lines 
of street railvlay to cu.rry the traffic northwal'ds. But a very 
eminent engineer, most competent on street l'ail\7ays anll elec­
trical problems, maintains th~t the Unive~sity ~treet line is 
not necedsary, and that such a solution is not the correct one. 
Ce~tainly it is not the only solution. 

Under any circumstances a region devoted to the cau e 
of education should be sacrosanct as a great public park, secured 
by the people for the people and for all time. 

This is not the place to enter into the details of grave 
disturbance~ due to noise, vibrations and especially electric 
effects, wtich will prevent efficient te~ching, hinder scientiiic 
work, and utterly destroy the possibility of many domains of 
research work. 

It is sufficient to state that the methods involved in 
scientific work ~re becomiu£ more refined &t the ame time as 
the imlortance of research Jork is receivinr more recognition from 
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all groups of o~r social orcanization. Indeed woe betide that 
nati.on whicn in tl:is mE tter fallc ber..ind in these strenuous 
comretitive duyu. 

It is sometimea sucgevted that resf''1rch professors and 
students should carry their work to suitably ~uiet retreats.

side and their c-reat :i:ont:teal Hig:h Johool on tile other . 

Active steps must be uickly taken if the citizens of 
Hontreal are to protect their rights and lib:;rties and seopre 
tne educational privileges fOT their sons and daughters wl~a~~~ 
they hc...ve inherited. from a past already great for a ':uture 
which S1101 .• 1o.. be glorious.

I reoeived fro~ kr. Glassoo under ~~te Nov. 25th. 

a communication stating that yon desired me to prepare a statement 

showing the effect on the work of the Jac~lty of Applied Science 

of a street oar line on University Street, and requesting that in 

my statement I include a reoital of the disadvantages whioh would 

result from suoh. a line, to the work carried on in any Science 

Bllildinp,s which might be erected on Uni",rersi ty street between 

Sherbrooke and Milton Streets. 

These disadvantages must be oonsidered under three 

heads:-

(a) Noise. 
(b) Vibration. 
(c) Electric and Cagnetic disturbances. 

(a) NOise. There is no doubt that a double line of street 

cars running on a narrow street ffilCh as University Street will on 

account 0-: the continuons noise incident to this traf_ic make the 

property facing on this street distinetly less val\lable for the 

erection of University Buildinrs • 

. hen the cars are in food order and the track is in 

good condition the noise need not be ver~ great, b~t these factors 

are not always present, and if one considers t~e excessive nOise 

now made by the street cars rllnnine: on st. Catherine Street, it is 
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evident that this is certain to hav~ a very disbubing ef-fect 

upon the work which would be carrie on in lecture rooms and 

laboratories of buildings facing on University Street. 

The Conserve. torium of .. :usic and the new Science 

~lilding are the only ones which would be i~~ediately affected, 

but as the whole of the west side o~ University street between 

Sherbrooke and Milton streets \i11 eventually be occupied by 

University Buildings this disturbance will, as years go on, be 

an ever increasing nuisance to the Univp,rsit~. 

As there is a steep incline on University street, 

rising from st. Catherine to Sherbrooke, it ~s very likely that 

the stoppine; place of the cars will be iIllI!lediately o!)nosite the 

Conservatoriurn. and the continued stopninp.: and starting of both 

lines of cars at this point will certainly disturb the students 

of the ConservatorinTI:. when engaged in their musical studies. 

(b) Vihration. It is certain that street cars running 

on University street will produce a certain amount of vibration 

in all the Uni versi ty BuildinEs erected on tr..a t street, and this 

more especially since under University street between Sherbrooke 

and ~':il ton there is a thi ck denosi t of bIle c1av in which it is 
~ ~ 

difficul t to sec1ue p"ood foundations. The vibration produced by 

the passa~e of the cars would make it impossible to use any 

buildings constructed on this street for seismographic investigations. 

It would :"urthermore inter-:ere to a certain extent with the operation 

of delicate balances and simt:ar instruments of precision which must 

be used in some of tbe bu.t.:i..din["s at least which will be erected on 

University street.

I am enclosing a letter fro~ Dr. Porter in 

which he gives the results 0"" some investigations he made a

few years ago in connection with vibrations produced in buildings 

by movin~ cars. These in estigRtions were carried out more 

particularly to determine the extent of the vibration which would 

be nroduced by trains running through the Canadian Northern Tunnel 

which passes beneath the University Campus, but in connection with 

this Dr. Porter made certain investigationson the vibration produced 

by the passage of ca:r~ and heav.,r vehicles on streets which have a 

direct bearing on the matter under consideration. 

(c) Electrical antl I.: gnetic di sturbances. There is 

also to be considered the effect of ~owerful electric currents 

oassinp- through the wires w!lich wo lid be ':let 1.:r Ofl r:niversity street 

to supply motive power for the street cal's. These electric currents 

will not ef-:ect t:r1e work of most of the D6}?u.rt .. lents ',vhich may be 

housed in the university ~lildinrs on this street. The Department 

of Electrical Engineering is of the o~inion that these ~lrrents will 

not be sufficiently powerful to interfere with the work which will 

be done by this Departr!lent in the new Science Building to be erected 

at the corner of ... il ton and Uni versi ty streets. 

Dr. Eve, however, is of the opinion that these c11rrents 

will very seriously inter~ere with the work which is carried on in 

the present Physics Building. The cnrrents passing through the 

street Railway wires on st. Catherine street can be distinctly 

recognized in the Physics Building at the present time, and Dr. Eve 

believes that if a car line was placed on University street it would 
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be quite impossible to carry on investiga tions in many fields 

of electrical and magnetic research. 

I do not know that I shoulCl_ toncQ l'pon this matter 

so far as it af~ects the present Physics Building, since this is 

on the Campus and not on University Stree~, an": is furt11ermore, 

I understand, being made the subject of a statement addressed to 

you by Dr. Eve. Since, however, it has been repeatedly suggested 

that the present Physics Building must, as years go on, be extended 

to University Street in order to acco~~odate the increasing number 

of students, I ha"e consulted Professor Eve with reference to this 

suggestion and find that it is his opinion ~ in snch an 

extension it would be impossible to give advanced instruction or 

to carry on research in many important departments 0":- his subject.

The trolleys which run along Prospect street, new Haven, 
Conn. and carry the employees of the 7inchester .J.!irearms Co. 
pass near three buildings of the ~heffield dcientific School 
of Yale University. Two of these are used for lecture pur­
pose",; the third is use D. mai n} a s an office building with a 
laboratory on the second flo or. I took a lecture cou rse in 
one of these buildings (tJ.le old Chemical Laboratory) in 1915. 
TI:e lectures 'iJere seriously inter _ upt ed by ti:e noise of passine 
ccrs. ~ach time a car passed ,one sentence of the le ~ture was 
lost, unless repeated by the professor. 

I must add that the cars on Elm Street also pass near 
many rale College 3uilflings, including dormitories, and a gym­
nasium. A few lecture rooms in the basement of one buil ' ing 
(Wright Hall) are fc.rther from the car line than the dheffield 
rooms and there the noise is much less troublesome. 

The ~JOrk at the old vloane Pl~ysics .Lab oratory on Li ore.ry 
~treet was greatly disturbed by cars on York ~treet. The 
most accurate optical work was done during a few hours at 
ni e;ht when the cars were not running. It was quite useless 
to 'V'Ior1:: wi th the I nrge concave grating during the day. This 
anti other expe1"i ences taught the phYSicists the s e: ious limit­
ations imposod by the cnr lincs. As a result the new Sloane 
Physics Laboratory Vias built one-half mi l e from other Univer­
sit~ buildihgs for the express purpose of avoiding evils due 
to the c~r lines. It :.as been necessary to allow twenty 
minutes between lectures ~ n consequence of this change.

For the past two or three weeks we have 
been troubled at night by a noise which I thought atfirst 
came from the Power House of the University but which I 
now understand is caused by a fan which has been installed 
in one of the rooms of the Biological Building just 
across the roadway from this College.

In fact, we think it woulrl be better if the tree "'hich 
is l~aning considerably over the property line be cut 
down en tirely. 

We have had several experiences where 
the leaves from these overhanging trees have blocked the 
rain water leaders and caused da~age to the interior of 
the building, as a result of the roof becoming flooded. 
In addition to this, in high \nnds some of the branches 
actually rub against the building. 

I feel satisfied that it is only 
necessary to call this to your attention in order that 
the trouble m.ay be removed without delay.
