There came to luncheon with me today at my house, 
Mr. Jo~nson and Dr. Hibbert. Joinson was the man whom 
I first sought for the position now filled by Hibbert. He 
turned it down in order to join the Hammerhill ~ills Com­
pany (paper). 

We talked of the Pulp and Paper Institute alone, are 
in perfect agreement as to the situation th~re and as to 
its needs. It is Jo~nson's opinion that there is not 
enough liason - not a close enough working arrangement and 
understanding between the University Department on the one 
hand and the Government Department on the other. "'hat is 
needed is a technical expert to act as a liason officer. 

Carneron recognizes that he is not a teahnical expert 
and ~ould welcome the appointment of su~h a man. Hibbert 
~nd his asso~iates are fundamental research men. In the 
Institute te0hnical research goes on, now guided by Cameron. 
The man whose appointment I suggest vuuld be in close touch 
with the UniverSity, know its problems, also be in close 
touch with Hibbert's Laboratores, know ~hat they were doing 
but also be in a position to suggest to Hibbert problems in 
which the industry was immediately interested and on which 
concentrated research might bring quick results. He \;ould 
also know the industry well enough to keep them posted on 
what llibbert was doing, and on many occasions get from them 
the extra help Hibbert needs. 

He says he now finds Carneron, who represents the 
Government, in agreement; also that Dr. Saberton, Dr. Bates 
and ~r. Tomlinson, the Pulp and Paper Committee, are think­
ing along the same lines, so that nothing remains but to 
find the man.

receive a report from its chairman, :Mr. R.W. Hovey, UpOlll his conference with 
you with respect to the scheme under which the several interests sharing 
accommodation in the new Pulp and Paper Research Institute are to function. 
Mr. Hovey included in his report a diagram intended to illustrate the 
proposed line-up, a copy of which is attached hereto. Mr. Hovey explained that 
he had. discussed this with you and that you had expressed approval of the same. 

We ant particul rly tb emphasize that this plan 
provides for three things (1) Complete autono~ for the university over its own 
affairs; (2) equally complete autono~ for the Pulp and Paper Division of the 
Forest Products Laboratory OTer its own affairs; (~) representation for 
McGill University on the Administrative Committee by invitation with particular 
reference to building administration an~ allocation of apace. By this 
arrangemdnt we hope to reduce the opportunity for fricti~n to a minimum as 
well as to secure complete and harmonious co-operation between all the parties 
concerned. 

A resolution as passed expressing the Section's 
acceptance of the plan and I was directed to advise you of the action taken and 
to invite a formal confirIl'l9.tion of the same from you. 

We find that these formalities are necessary in 
order to convince the authorities at ottawa that a workable plan has been 
~eed to, as otherwise they would not feel justified in proceeding with the 
expenditure required for their part of the equipment •. Defini te assurance from 
you that the plan as proposed is acceptable to the University should leave no 
room for further hasitation in this respect.

You 7111 note that in llr. Hovey's latest chart 
the University hns on tho Administrative Committee 
a member 'by invitation'. In your letter to me 
you refor to this representation tby invitation' 
and you add 'with particular reference to business 
administration and ~llocation of space'. ~hiB is 
something new altogether. I do not like these 
words 'by invitation'~ In vll previous discussions 
and in all previous charts, nhich r. Hovey s 1d 
should besorapped, it has alwDYs been agreed that 
the University would have one member on the Adminis_ 
tratIve Committee. I take it. nd I think I have 
a right to take it, that the University's member­
ship was one of right and not one of invitation. 
An inVitation may never be sent or it may be can­
celled at any time. 

Mr. Hovey and I agreed that 
the only spirit that should animate us would be 
one of cO-operation and helpfulness nd now I em 
reminded thnt the Univercity's one seat on the 
Administrative Oommittee is only 'by invitation'. 
In your lettor, ~·r. Beck, you state that that 
representation is only to doal with matters th~t 
haVe to do ~ith buildine adninistration and 
allooation o~ space. ~hat is not my understanding 
at all and it is the first time that the matter 
has boen put to me in this fashion. I have been 
repeatedly told that McGill's membership on this 
Committee weB in order that the Univercity should 
£ee1 that its adVice was welcomed in matterD of 
resea~ch carried on by the Association. You now 
tell mo that 'e are to h~ve no vOioe or interest 
in your research, but that wo may have something 
to say when it comes to the allocation of space. 
I imagine We should not have much to say about 
that, as we have only one representative in a 
committee of five or more.
