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The Fellowship of Medicine was founded in 1918, under the presidency of the 
late Sir WILLIAM ÜSLER, to unite the Overseas, Americàn, British and Alli_.ed Schoôls ôf 
Medicine in cl oser bonds of sympathy. I ts objects can be grouped together under four 
principal headings :-

1. The Co-ordination of all the resources of medical interest throughout this count_r:y, so as to make 
them readily available for demonstration and investigation. 

Initiation of schemes of scientific entertainment. These would embrace the arranging of facilities 
for • visits to, or courses of study in, the various clinics, laboratories, museums, and other 
medical institutions ; the regular attendance on any one particular service, or course of . 
lecture, or demonstration , and, in addition, the_ preparation of specially arranged addresses, 

'tlemonstrations, or scient'ific_ visit,>. 

3. '.fhe collection and distribution of information in relation to medical schools, meetings, and 
congresses, at home and abroad ; and acting as a centre· through which the temporary ., 
occupation of professional chairs or exchange of professorships might be arranged. 

4. The promotion of personaf friendly intercourse between the members of the profession in this 
country and their brethren from overseas. 

In 1919 the Post-Graduate Association amalgamated with the .F eUowship .un~>r. 
its present title. 

The ideal of this organisation 1s to offer assistance to every medical man ln any _ 
par~ of the world who desires to study our medical history, oùr institutions, hospitals, 
infirmaries, dispensaries, asylums, fever hospitals, sanatoria, our State and municipal 
hygienic arrangements. Since it started its work medical men from ail parts of the world 
have joined the courses numbering some r,757 up to the present. (.l'Vn.- ff 2.3.) 

The BULLETIN is published monthly, giving particulars of the spe6al lectures and 
courses, together with a diary of the work offered at the various hospitals affiliated to 
the organisation. 

The subscription for membership of the F ellowship of Medicine and Post-Graduate 
Association has been fixed at a minimum of 10/ • per annum.
