Members. 
I. The Club shall consist of the following:- :i. Seven~.fill grdinary Members, wha must be Fellowe of the Royal Society; 2. The ex-officio :lembers, viz. the President and the two Secretaries of the Royal ~ociety, the Astronomer Royal, the Foreign Secretary and the Tr easurer af the !\oyal ~oci ety; 3. The Honorary Iembers. Upon any Fellow becoming entitled, from hie official position in the Royal Society, to be a Membe1· of thia Club, the Treasurers of the Club are instructed to ask him whether it be hie intention to take advantage of such privilege and to become pet'manently a Subscribing Member.

II. The President of the Royal Society onjoining the Club ehall be its President. Three Treaeurers shall be elected by ballot at each Anni versary. No Treasurer shall hol d office conti nuously f01• more than three yeai·e, the Senior Treasurer shall retire each year, but a i·etiring Treasu1·er shall be re-eligible for election after the space 011 one year. The Treasurers shall order and arrange the time anàplace of meeting of the Club, and. summon Special l/l:eetings when cleemed necessary. They shall receive the subscription of Mem­bere, and keep the AA:counts of the Club; they shall prepare and issue all notices, regulate the diimere, e.nd the Treasurer officially present ehall actas Vice-Chairman. It ehall also be the duty of the Treasu1·ers to keep a registei· cf all Meetings of the Club, and make a minute of all resalutions which ma.y be adopted.
