will do so for He hath said "The wrath of man man shall praise “im"

ing to go to £ngland she had to be with *arion of course, Willie spent his
Xmas vacation with them, since then Yennette smys they have all been laid
up with colds--there is a great amount of sickness about everywhere es-
pecial ly amongst children,

love to each and gll of the dear home friends I hope fary is quite strong
again--and is Aunt Emma better?
