The Corporstion would like very much to get Dr. Usler
of Johns Hopkins to spend one year at Harvard - that is,from October
1st to June 1st or July 1lst - on the endowed professorship of
hygiene which is waiting to Dbe filled. The professorship has been
established for the benefit of the students in Cambridge and not as
a Medical School professorship. The incumben is supposed to advise
and generally befriend the students in Cambridge, to give some lec=-
tures but not many, to act as a consulting physician among them on
occasion, but not ordinarily to practice among them or to give
stated instruction either in Cambridge or 2t the Medical School.
He would be free to do any hospital work which seemed to him desir-
able, and to act as a consultant anywhere.
The dutiss of this professorship are really to be in-
vented; and that is a strong reason, in the minds of the Corpora-
< tion, for getting Dr. Csler to hold the Chair for a year. When
he was in Cambridge to give the Ingersoll lecture, I talked with him
on the subject, but found that on account of his great interest in
develobing clinical instruction, ke would bring himself with diffi=-
culty to leave even for eight or nine monthg his opportunities at the
Johns Hopkins Hospital. “Br- Councilman thinks that it wpuld be
practicable to get Dr. esler.a good chance at the City Hospital. 1t
occurred to me,after I had talked with him, that he had some hesi=
tation ahout coming to Boston temporarily with freedom to act as
consul ting physician, lest he might interfere with the practice of

some Roston physician, Could you not relieve him entirely of this

apprehension, and therefore persuade him to undertake this peculisar
and interesting job as a pioneer and inventor? SN
