up . For two nights I was very bad, such recurring paroxysms, but I had no pain
and there was general feeling of comfort with it all. One night I had a terrible
Bolshevist nightmare about you, Robert & the children, but at the trial {held under
the Univ Club) my little friend Jake Ebstein, & Russian Jew was the chief judze,
and instead of peing ordered out for ezecution we had passes for the Mauritania,
and sailed at midnightt I am still in bed, but very comfortable. I have plenty
to do. It is = nuisance to be knocked out in this way, but think of my imnings!
When published, you will have, "a Day-book of London" which will interest you to
look over. The memorial vol's have not yet appeared
