( 2) The permane':'lt sub-connnittee you,mention w01...1ld 
be admirable and the money could go into the Imperial Bank of 
Persia at E amardan. Shall you be in rngland this sumr:1er? 

( 3) I will send you a draft of the a ppea1, with the 
names of the commit tee in this country and in France. Do you 
not thiru~ it might be in Arabic, Persian, English and French? 
Brown could put it into Persian for us. The photograph of the 
to·,,lb might go on the top. 

( 4) Sir George P irdwood sugeests that formal a pp lic-
ation sh01.1ld be :made tbroug._'i1. the 'S'oreign Office, but I told him 
of your interest and that you could arrange r:mtters in Persia 
with the Regent. He expressed a fear lest the natives should 
-resent the interference by the Infidels with the tomb of one 
of their great prophets. "~hat do you think? It is certainly 

very important that we should have the official sanction of the 
Government.
