I could not help regretting that so strong and 
brave a spirit who peopled "that vast forever" with the spirits 
of martyrs for "Truth" could not have been sustained by the 
teachings of the greatest of all Uartyrs for Truth and in­
spired by the ideal of self-sacrifice for otheriS Which he left to 
a suffering world as His legacy~ Perhaps he wast At any rate, 
whatever a man's belief or unbelief may be, we maY learn from
