‘Richard Harcourt, Minister of Education for this
province, the late Sir James Whitney, then leader of
the opposition in the Legislative Assembly of Ontario
and later Premier of the province,and several other men,

clerics and others.

on that occasion together with some account of the ceremonies
connected with the celebration of the Jubilee.
