. I held a Meeting of the Visitatorial Board this afternccn as I

Arthur Themscn tc act es your deputy in mansging the School. We
shcould be ‘quite sstisfied with that arrangement. He has done it
befcre and would do it very well. We should like to0 know however
what remuneration you contenplate that he should receive, 2s we as
a Board have to epprove it,. But further, part of the statutory
duties of the Regius Professor of Medicine appears tc be delivering
two courses cf lectures, each course to ccnsist cf not less than
eight lecturee. The Board did not think it would be suitatble or
right that Prcfesscx'ArthuanhOms:n, the holder of another Chair,
should be aBked tc give these lectures. At the same time it is the
duty of the Bcard tc provide for their being given. Is there anyocne
whom ycuwculd like to suggest to the Board for their apprcval as a
deputy ts deliver these lectures? No doubt scme ycung man woul 4
like the chenge., Will you &lso suggest a remunerstion for this which
I cen bring before the Board®

I am sorry tc trcurtle you about these details, but it is necessary
28 you will see, I am perscnally delighted tc think that you have
got off. I hope ycocu will enjcy your wandering year as much 2s you
deserve, Yet youiwill be very much missed becth in University busi-
ness, in your own Chair and rerscnally.
