I no not think myself that anything 

will come of the move and ".'rhatever is done you have got the profesr;ion behind 

you, and so far are independent. 

If done at all they should give the clinical men liberal 

salaries, s2y from 15 to 20 thousand dollars. 7,500 is absurd. T,rice vrhile 

at the Hopkins I was of'fered 10000 at Jefferson, and University, Hew York, 

with salaries for assistants and laboratory. I hope to hear fully from 1·:elch 

on the subject. I have heard no dets"ls from anyone exeept yourself.
