Another is "The Pil-

grimage, March 25, 1893'' - "TO EUROPE" on a sign a~d three gents carry­

ing their satchels - Cullen, Nuttall and Flexner (whose nose shov;s ~ 

profile). The las't page has merely "Tick-Tick0 - "the Arbeit that 

made Nuttall Famous." On the back of the green cover j,_s painted: 

''Halsted & Welch, printers, Wolfe & Monument Sts., Baltimore, Md."
