SIR WM. OSLER’S PLEA FOR CLOSER UNION.

Osler, the eminent Oxford physician, speak-
ing at Sheffield University dinner last night, pleaded for
the union of Universities and hospitals for the teaching -

ahead was that the University medical school would be
transferred to the hospital.- Let them take-the Univer-
sity, with its spirit _and its methods, to the hospital,
and carry on their departments of ~medicine and
surgery and different = specialities. there . on ‘the
same lines as  other .
