We are not getting nearly so many serious oases, and, fortunately so fa.r, typhoid 
does not prevail, though Archie Malloch, whom I daresay you remember at the Hopkins, 
and who was also here for Christmas, told us that there were nearly 3000 cases 
in the Dunkirk district. 

The country is doing well, and it is splendid to think that here at the 
beginning of the sixth month the Germans are still held up in one co'"'"'ler of 
France and have not yet finished with Belgium • .American sympath~, moral and 
pecuniary, are wonderfully appreciated over here.
