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A CONlt'EREHCE was held at Oxford, under the auspices of the Oxfordshire Association 
for the Prevention of '11uberculosis, on July 17th. "Representatives of sanit'lry authc·­
rities, Insurance Coill!!littees and other bodies attended. Sir dillirun Osler, who pre­
sided, moved resol,ltions urging that the retention of the disnensing system should be 
regarded as essential in any scheme for dealing with tuberculosis b.1-t-he count-ry; that 
no tuberculosis scheme in thP county could be considered complete or adequate which 

' did not make provision for co-operation with a voluntary-care and after-care associa.tio11 

on the lines suggested by the medical ofncers of the Local Government Board;, and that 
the Conference disired to impress upon the responsible authorities the urgent need ex­
isting in the county for provision for advanced cases of tuberculosis unable to secure 
sufficient isolation and attention in their ovm homes. These resolutions were adopted . 
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
