Sir William, who was in khaki, showed us first the big hospital
of 500 beds which has been established in the University Hzlls snd them showed
as over the University itself, Wehad luncheon in Christchurch Hall with the
Vice Chancellor, Dr. Strong, and some thirty of the local dignitzries and
Medie=zl Officers. Then more sight-seeing and tea with Lady Osler,

of the way Sir William would have liked to treat the first Harvard Unit.
