He only lived 16 hours. It is a terrible loss to us but we shall
try to face it bravely. He had developed into such a fine stalwart
fellow and so full of interest in the bright and better things of life.
I had expected this all winter as the Battery has been in all the heavy
actions of late and the Major in Gommand has been wounded four times.
Revere kept wonderfully well and has done the work wvery cheerily.
