Dear President;

. The Toronto General Trust Company will hand over to the Johns
Hopkins University securities, realizing between $1500-2000 a year, which
Lady Osler and I give as a memorial to our son, Edward Revere, and in grate~
ful recognition of tyhe happy vears we spent in Baltimore.

I, In accordance with his interests we devote this fund to the en-
couragement of the study of English literature in the Tudor and Stuart
periods.

I1. With this objeect in view we suggest that the Professors of English
literature and the Collegiate Professor of English, their staffs, with
the special students of the departments, collegiate and graduate, form a
Tudor and Stuart literary club, of which the University Librarian shounld
be an ex officio member,

ITI. The books collected by Edward Revere Osler to form the nucleus
of the Club Library, which should be a section of the departmental 1i-
brary. To these will be added later the special works in English litera-
ture collected by me. :

IV. The interest of the fund to be expended in the purchase of books
relating to the periods, and in the promotion of good fellowship and a

love of literature among the members.

V. The management of the Club and the expenditure of the fund to be,
as far as possible in the hands of the students; the qualifications for
membership to be determined by you, the Professors of English, Prof.,
Weleh and the Librarian; a few special members could be chosen annually.
